NOTE: Athletes 17-20 years of age (born 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002) may compete, however 
parental authorization and a medical certificate are required. Athletes 40 years of age and 
above (born in 1979 or earlier) must provide a medical certificate. 
 



  
 

 

ELIGIBILITY 
REQUIREMENTS 

 
Competition is limited to Canadian citizens (athletes). Photo identification must be provided 
at the time of on-site weigh-ins (any Canadian government issued photo identification will 
be accepted). 
 
All athletes and support staff must be registered members of their PTSO and be members 
in good standing with their PTSO and WCL as of the time of weigh-in for the event. Please 
check with your PTSO to determine if they have any additional registration requirements.  
 
Officials must be registered members in good standing with CAWO and their Provincial 
Wrestling Officials Association (if applicable) and WCL.
